AN ACT to amend the General Municipal Law, in relation to the training of Fire Officers in cities of one million or more. 
SUMMARY OF PROVISIONS   This bill would require the Fire Department to provide all Fire Officers (does not include Firefighters) with at least 40 hours of field training and 40 hours of classroom instruction in the New York City Building and Construction Codes by July 2015. 
REASONS FOR SUPPORT 
The members of local  Enter Your Local Number  strongly supports A6579 which will provide for training of NYC Fire Officers in the complex and expansive laws, standards, and specifications required by the new New York City Fire Code and the new NYC Building Code which was implemented in 2008, and for which no credible training or education was ever provided.  In addition, the Mayor of New York announced yet another new Fire Code for NYC needed to be created as a result of Superstorm Sandy.     
New York City Fire Officers are not only charged with inspecting structures governed by the fire and building codes of New York City, but New York State and Federal Law as well.  Passage of this law will improve the ability of the FDNY to protect the lives and property of those who reside, visit or work in the economic engine of our State.  

Signing this Bill into Law would be a tangible demonstration of your commitment to public safety and a recognition of the role the fire service plays in protecting the physical and economic well being of our entire State.
