Many of us have given up salary increases and other benefits in order to secure the best possible health care available. This legislation eliminates the very benefits that we have bargained for.  

On the job, we face potential health risks every day, which is why good health coverage is so important. The possibility of immediate injury or long lasting diseases such as cancer and other behavioral health and post-traumatic stress disorders is very real and we must have access to health plans that will guarantee coverage for these occurrences.  

This bill is anti-worker, anti-labor and anti-professional fire fighter and we ask for your opposition to this bill.
